AND GOVERNMENT, JULY 2023, UNDER THE SPANISH PRESIDENCY OF THE EU COUNCIL

The EU-CELAC Summit 2023, held under the slogan “Renewing the bi-regional partnership to
strengthen peace and sustainable development”, aimed to further strengthen the EU's bi-
regional partnership with CELAC countries around shared priorities such as the digital and
green transitions, the fight against climate change and biodiversity loss, health, food security,
migration, security and governance, and the fight against transnational crime. The summit
highlighted the importance of reinforcing the link between both sides of the Atlantic and
jointly defending shared values “such as democracy, multilateralism, the rule-based
international order, the rule of law, and social justice”. EU and CELAC leaders committed to
renewing their long-standing partnership, based on common values and interests, as well as
close economic, social, and cultural ties.

The summit set out a roadmap, the implementation and future of which must be analysed in
light of the evolving global challenges in a rapidly changing world, to define how we can work
together to respond and share solutions.
